About the blender gallery: 

The gallery is situated in a commercial/restaurant area in the Joondalup CBD.   

The blend(er) acts as a venue for the City of Joondalup in conjunction with the Joondalup 

Community Arts Association to exhibit, promote and encourage projects or events in the 

local community. 

The blend(er) is available to any individual or group for projects of a creative nature 

including but not limited to:  traditional visual art forms, conceptual art, photographic 

works, installations, film and video, fashion and design events, forums and workshops, print 

and mixed media. 

The gallery consist of two spaces.  The front exhibition space and a workshop area that can 

be booked separately.  Both spaces are equipped with hanging rails. The front area has track 

lighting and the hirer may customize these to suit their requirements. 

The Joondalup Community Arts Association is a non-profit incorporated community 

organisation managed by a volunteer committee.  Membership is available to all for $40 per 

year. 

 

Condition of application 

All exhibition proposals will be assessed by a selection panel consisting of members from 

the JCAA.    

For the proposal to be considered, all relevant information and support material must be 

submitted. 

Proposals will be assessed on a number of criteria including; 

 Artistic professionalism or potential based on support material presented 

 Does the exhibition provide an interesting experience for the community 

 Does the exhibition present an art form or perspective not previously explored 

through an exhibition at the gallery

PRE EXHIBITION MEETING 

Exhibitors will be required to attend a meeting with the staff/gallery coordinator 4 weeks 

prior to the exhibition date to confirm details (key codes, installation dates and times, 

marketing and promotion, opening night etc.). 

 

Costs: 

Weekly rental cost for the gallery are as follows: 

For JCAA members 

 $260 1 week rental 

 $480 2 weeks rental 

 $480 plus $200 for all additional weeks (3 weeks $680) 

 

For non- JCAA members 

 $320 1 week rental 

 $600 2 weeks rental 

 $600 plus $260 for all additional weeks (3 weeks $860) 

Workshop space 

 $40 for 4 hours a day (or part thereof) for JCAA members 

 $60 for 4 hours a day (or part thereof) for Non- JCAA members 

 

 

A commission of 20% will apply to all sales and must be included in the selling  price. 

 

Gallery opening hours are 10am – 2pm from Tuesday to Friday.  During these times the 

gallery will be manned by volunteers.  It is the hirer’s responsibility to provide supervision of 

the gallery either by themselves or for an additional fee, by one of the JCAA volunteers, 

outside of these times.
